          JAZZBOõS JOTTINGS AUGUST 08 

Early June saw the passing of another Jazz Great, Bill Finnegan aged 91, peacefully at home 

with his family. Bill was a notable arranger in the big band era working for Goodman, Red 

Norvo, Ray McKinley, Tommy Dorsey and for Glenn Miller he arranged Little Brown Jug, 

Sunrise Serenade and The Song of the Volga Boatman. In 1952 he was involved in The Sau-

ter-Finnegan Orchestra(with fellow arranger Eddie Sauter) which produced among other 

pieces The Doodletown Fifers, at one time or another the group included, Nick Travis, Ur-

bie Green, Eddie Bert, Mundell Lowe George Duvivier, Eddie Costa and Don Lamond. With 

the decline of the big bands in the earl 50s, many sidemen of note were employed in 

”Studio” bands consequently popular vocalists such as Frankie Laine, Rose Clooney, Kay 

Starr and Ella May Morse etc have backings that are well worth a listen. 

Still on the Big Band theme, saw mention recently of the expression “Signature Tune” well 

out of use since the late 40s/early 50s but up till then bands on radio opened their session 

with a special tune, Glenn Miller—Moonlight Serenade, Tommy Dorsey—Getting Sentimen-

tal, Benny Goodman—Let’s Dance and Ellington—Take the A Train. 

Charlie Barnet—Cherokee. Not really relevant to-day, just a bit of nostalgia. 

Back to the Brothers in Jazz, some feedback from Alex in Foster, Sidney and Wilbur DeParis 

Trumpet and Trombone respectively two underrated musos well worth a listen .A few 

more, Nat and Julian Adderley Cornet and Alto, The Montgomery Brothers and one Sister, 

Norma Teagarden Piano sister to Jack and Charlie. Who could forget our own two sets of 

brothers---The Bells-- Roger trumpet and Graeme Piano and The Barnards  Bob Trumpet 

and Len drums ( Len played in Meeniyan a couple of years back with daughter Rebecca) 

To finish, 3 anagrams to test the brain “Diva Smiles” Trumpet, “Gal’s Navel Soup” Sax 

and “A Merrier Funk Tuba” Sax. Answers next month.

THOUGHTS ON JULY 19TH  

Ross and Tricia were on deck—fresh from a “House swap” holiday in Queensland. Tricia helping Maxine 

at the door Ross looking lonely behind a glass of red in the far corner. So naturally I invited him over to 

join the musicians and drinking table His first words were     ….. “What about some thoughts on the 

night Nifty”? 

Richard Desmond (cornet) had put together a group that was mostly the band that played at “The Pizza 

Place” over the Inverloch Jazz Festival weekend. They were all playing acoustically and, all were seated (in 

the fashion of the 1930’s): Bass tucked in the corner next to the piano carried really well in the hall. The 

pianist, obviously an old time dance band man, from his style, whipped in some nice little 5 note snatches 
of scale every now and then, which were great fun to try and predict. The whole night was a festival of 

happy music (even the many Blues). Bert Milligan had to come to our rescue when no-one at our table 
recall “Royal Garden Blues” - the frustration of its “so familiar” riffs defeating us.  In “Tin Roof “- yes we 

got that one without having to ask Bert. Richard held the Tonic B flat for the whole 12 bars and earned 

his big round of applause! 

His songs of obscurity segments won a few knowing grins—My Little Bimbo with its politically NOT 

QUITE correct lyrics ( thankful the indigenous lobby had left the room) and the ever popular “Fiji Isles” 

number with its 5000 word chorus. 

The boys seemed to take umbrage when I complemented  them on their piscatorial cloaca endings. ( my 

exact words referred to a part of a fishes anatomy that is watertight) so I had to explain the complement 

to them. 

Ross as usual did a grand job M.C.ing. the evening dispensing raffle prizes and letting us all know the footy 

scores! 

In the last set Richard invited the musicians amongst us to join in. Bert’s nice tight washboard cut through 

as great rhythm. Jim boosted the banjo section to two and I had fun blending the tuba in with the string 

bass—something you don’t get to do very often. 

We finished up the night being reminded that Noel Bond’s “INTAJAZZ” and their captivating female vo-

calist will be the band of the month on August 16th.
