Jazz clubs need to schedule high profile musicians (or musicians with a strong following) in order to attract an audience, 

but these bands cost more 

Jazz clubs generally are either facing declining membership numbers and/or constant efforts to maintain membership 

numbers 

Many clubs run at a break even or marginal loss situation when it comes to running regular live jazz evenings 

Attendances drop off in the winter months but the cost of bands remains the same. 

Our club would be one of just a few that is able to maintain a monthly program of live jazz. Many have reverted to every sec-

ond month, or even quarterly meetings, and several use the idea of a “CD night” every now and again. 

The support that this club enjoys from membership stalwarts enables us to run monthly meetings at what I feel are very low 
entrance prices. My reading of the situation at the April meeting was that not too many people would object to a $10.00 admis-

sion fee. 

Our sincere thanks to Graeme Steel for his “in-kind” contribution to the financial success of the last club night. 

We are so grateful that we have deigned to spell his name correctly.

JAZZBOõS  JOTTINGS   

Iõve been joined by David Taylor, Bass player with the Julia Der Meer Quartet and participant in various festivals, including our recent 

Inverloch Jazz fest for his comments on these last 3 bassists. 

OSCAR PETTIFORD   

Born in 1922 and classically trained, Oscar played with Charlie Barnet in õ42 the following year in New York he played with Eldridge, 

Hampton and Lucky Millinder    

In õ44, Oscar made some historic recordings with Coleman Hawkins big band including Diz and Max Roach. 

OP was not only an innovator in the early days of bebop he brought such a lyrical quality to his solos he helped bring the double bass 

solo from a partially rhythmic/percussive break to be something of equal value to any of the "lead" instruments. A recording which 

highlights both his supportive and soloing techniques is "The Unique Thelonius Monk" a trio album with Art Blakey on drums. 

 ISRAEL CROSBY 

Born in 1919 in Chicago, in 1935 at age just 16 he played with Albert Ammons, Fletcher Henderson and recorded òBlues for Israeló with 

Gene Krupa and can be heard a decade later with Coleman Hawkins. 

Like OP, Israel was classically trained (trumpet ,trombone, tuba). This training was obviously put to good use as his understanding of the 

harmonic and rhythmic function of the bass line is second to none. George Shearing once said of his playing ,"Israelõs bass parts were 

so beautiful that you couldn't write anything that good." 

 His subtle and' just write' playing made him the perfect partner for Ahmad Jamal in his Trio as can be heard on "Jamal at the Pershing" 

òPoincianaó and so on.   

LEROY VINNEGAR 

 Born in 1928, self taught musician Leroy may not have had the innovation or musicality of other more famous players, but his contribu-

tion to jazz bass playing was just as important. His propulsive walking bass lines were a key factor in swing music. Whereas earlier 

bass/tuba players were playing a two feel which laid back on the beat (think oom-pah), Leroy's walking four lines were pushing the beat 

along giving it that irresistible thing we call swing. 

 After  recording with Charlie Parker in õ52  Leroy was in constant demand and a sample of his work can be heard with Stan Getz õ56 

Chet Baker 58 Mulligan 59. Sonny Rollins early 60s and Les McCann 69. 

Apart from the 2 best known players Ray Brown and Charlie Mingus, there are many fine bassists worth a listen if you see them on a line

-up. George Duvivier, Carson Smith, Joe Mondragon, Arvell Shaw, Billy Taylor etc..etc

CLUB NIGHT REVIEW  

Ron Anderson Quintet  RSL  Inverloch  April 19th

This assemblage of prodigiously talented musicians provided the stand-out gig for the year so far. Ron Andersonõs virtu-

oso performances on sax (tenor, soprano and alto) and flute, showcased the exceptional talents of a musician who was 
missed by many at the jazz festival. The rest of the band not only produced numerous outstanding solos, but combined 

effortlessly all evening, in spite of, ostensibly, not having worked together all that much.  

The first set featured swinging interpretations of time honoured standards that had many patrons shaking their heads in 
disbelief at the quality of what they were hearing. òBroadwayó, featuring trumpet and alto sax and some nice walking bass 

from Neville were early highlights. Lovely muted trumpet and a superb piano solo were highlighted in òMood Indigoó and 
Neil featured again with piano and vocal in òMy Kind of Girló. An up tempo òLady Be Goodó then òLauraó in Latin tempo 

rounded off the best first set seen at the club for years. Big call that: no correspondence entered into, no swabs taken. 

The piano and bass opening and then the vocals in òAll or Nothing At Alló were exceptional and were followed by an 
extended flute solo from Ron in òShadow of Your Smileó, another sensitive interlude from Graeme and then back to the 
flute with a muted trumpet backing. And so it went. òYesterdaysó, òSweet Georgia Brownó, òHow High the Moonó (and 
it was) òAinõt Misbehavinõó (some did) and a nice vocal version of òRocking Chairó from Graeme. Allan Smithõs drum 
work drove the group in a firm but understated way and the bass work from òHis Hirsutenessó was outstandingly com-

plementary. 

Another great night at the jazz society. Thanks to all.
